As if the loss of the
peoplo is not as great when their mouncy is spent in
employing extralabor in the navy-yards as it is when
116 samc moncy is spent in employing extra labor
to build gate-houses! In fact, the loss ie greater in
the case of the navy-yards, for the people got no
more ships for their monoy than befors, while in the
uther case thoy at least get a handsomer gate-house.
