Hoywood, editor of the “ Word,” who Las been once
before his vietim. Mr. Heywood was brought to Bos-
ton and placed in Charles Street jail, where he re-
mained over two nights and was then bailed out by
his brother, S.R. Hevwomi of Worcester, who ap-

‘p‘nenﬂy has * e\peuenced a change of heart.” It is

not definitely known what all the charges to be pre-
ferred against Mr. Ileywood are, but he is undoubt-
cdly to be complained of for circulating a printed
slip containing the two * objectionable” poems from
“Leaves of Grass” and for advertising an article
known as the Comstock syrir.ge for the prevention of
conception. In hoth these acts Mr. Heywood only
did what he had a perfect right to do against the
whole world, and it is the duty of every earnest
Liberal to come to his aid in his hour of trial. In
this connection we must express our indignation at
the cowardly conduct of 1). M. Beunett, editor of the
* Trath-Beeker,” who prates about Mr. Heywood’s
taste and methods.  We do not approve of Mr, Hey-
wood’s taste and methods, bue neitiaer did we of M.
Bennett’s when we did our little best a few years ago
to save him from Comstock’s clutches. It is not a
question of aste, but of Liberty, and no man who
fails to see this and act accoidingly can ever fairly
call himself a Liberal again, Mr. Heywood's pre-
liminary examination will come off in the United
States court-house November 16, and we hope that
every friend of Liberty willattend to give the prisoner
countenance  Now, x few plain wo=ds to Mr. Hey-
weod himsell. Ile is very likely, in our apinion, to
be cleared on the * Leaves of Grass ™ charge, but in
regard to the syringe his position seems to us very
« tieklish.”  The statute which forbids the advertising
of syringes, ecte., is so definite as to admit of no im-
portant difference of interpretation, and Mr. Heywood
has but one hope worth trusting to of-eseaping its
enforcement upon him. That hope lies in his ability
to convince some momber of the jury that he has the
right, regardless of the court's instructions, to judge,
not only the facts, but the law and the justice of the
law. 1f Mr. Heywood is shrewd, he will employ no
lawyer excopt in an advisory capacity, but will bring
his own well-known powers of oratory and argument
divectly to bear upon the jury in nailing and clineh-
ing ihat point.  Otherwise, it is to be lcared that his
l‘ato will be a hard one.

American Czardom Unmasked.

The government of the United States is the most
absolute despotism on the face of the earth. The rag
upon which is emhluzoned the stars and stripes is a
painted fraud.  The robber bird is alone truthful
among our national symbols.

« Fanaticism!” cries some conceited American
Fourth-of-July philosopher; and doubtless, when he
reads such a shocking indictment, a suppressed long-
ing that Anthony Comstock may yet b able to reach
such Anarchistic miscreants in his pious raid upon
blasphemy and infidelity seizes him.

Bat let us resson a little together! Wiat would
naturally be the most absolute despotism among
governments ?  Would it not be that government
from whose dictum, as expressed under its forms,
there was the least possibility of appeal ?

“ And is this the United States?” cries the indig-
nant patriot, fresh from ihe gush of the Sunday school
and the drippings of the political rostrum.

Yes, it 4s the United States above every other
government on the face of the earth, There is an
element in our institutions more strougly and sacredly
fortified against appeal than are all the pompous as-
suamptions of the czar of Russiu and the other crowned
despots of Europe, and this element is an ever active,
universal, and tireless one. It is the so-called “ will
of the mujority.”

The czar, being one with God by divine right, is of
course & majority, But, thanks to the righteous ac-
tiyity of the Nihilists, there is a possibility of effective
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appeéal in Raussin, and it is only a question of time
when ihe hend of that majority will be either cut oft
or blown off. In that case theve is tolerable cause to
hope that another majority-head of that stamp will
not dure to show itsolf. 1f it does, then the Nihilists
aro prepared to reechio the words of Ameriea’s psycho-
logical-homb executioner, George Francis Train:—
“ We'll go you six, ten, or a dozen czars hetter!™
"Thie ezardom once exterminated, the absolute des-

patism peculiar to Ressia is abolished.  The empire
once overthrowa in Germany, the peealiar majority
despoticm which Bismarck has so long wiclded is no
mora, Tnall these monarchienl countries lovers of
justice see & sure way of successful appeal ahead of
them, and they are improving it with a rapidity that
haunts their crowned oppressors day and night.

But what show of appeal is there from the Americiu
species of dospotism? If it were a single head, it
could not stay on long. If it were any moderate
number of heads upon whom the whole responsibility
could be distinetly fixed, those heads would probably
be taken off, The fact is that the root of majority
despotism in this country is a superstition found in
almost everybody’s hewd, and which could not ve ex-
terminated even if millious of heads were taken off.
On grounds of utility as well as humanity, then, the
American Anarchist must trouble no man’s head any
farther than to get the superstition out and get some-
thing better in.

«The will of the majority ! Sosa-s the czar too;
simply supolementing it by the medest clause, * and
Zam the majority.” * The will of the majority!” So
says Bismarck ; only adding the significant conditien,
“and the emperor, mysclf, and the aimy are the
majority.”

But when the American says, * The will of the
majority 1 he means in his shallow conw.. & a tre-
mendously big thing. The progressive Russian and
German, sesing what a majority means under their
systems, do not believe in it, and are determined to
throw it off their necks. The average American,
Powever, finds in 2 majority something very sacred,
very respectable, and beyond appeal.  The majority
have ye¢ ever with you,” might well be wri‘cu on the
dome of the Capitol as a fitting satire on our national
superficiality. Yes, with us, and egainst us too.

~This * will of the majority ¥ is the very despot itse.? !

which, in the United States above any other country,
cannot be reached. In the first place there is no
possibility under our system, or ang other system, of
ever finding out what is the will of the majority, and
in the second place, even if it iwere possible to find
out the will of the majority. that majority ; in assum-
ing to be sovereign over the minority, or even over
one single individual without his consent, is on ex-
actly the same plane as the czar, — in fact, is simply
the czar transformed. From the Russian despot there
is, as the world recognizes with more or less satisfac-
tion, a sure way of appeal. From the American
despot there is no immediate way of appeal.  Oue
majority succeeds another, making our despotism
rotary, but the despot is always there, and the Ameri-
cen is the exceptional political dupe among the na-
tions to affirm that Aés despot is sacred, immutable,
and beyond appeal.

The legitimate effect of this ahjoct servility to ma-
jority rule is that a people stultiticd by it naturally
lie down and submit to the mosi iniquitous assaults
upon individual Liberty without a protest, if it doth
only appear that it was the * will of the majority.”
In this respect Amervicans are the greatest cowards
on the face of the earth. Ilerbert Spencer, the emi-
nent sociologist, has discovered by contact with us
what he had already scientifically antic'pated, — that
Americans are shamelessly indifferent to small en-
cronchments upon their individual rights, In « late
interview he remarked that we were steadily going
the way of the Ttalian republics of the middle ages,
in which,  while there was growing up a great com-
mercial activity, a development of the arts which
made them the envy of Euvope, and a building of
princely mansions which still continue to be the adwi-
ration of travellers, their people were gradually losing
their libevty »

In no other country in the world could so palpable
 hypocrite as Anthony Comsiock invade the persenal
Liberty of oitivens with boasting impunity. Some of
Tierbert Spencer’s strictures on American indifference
look very much as though a knowledge of Comstock’s
infamons doings was in his mind when he spoke.

When the zzar and Bismarck invade Liberty of the
press, they do it with directness, and with some sifow
of dignity and honor, Comstock compounds with
crime, Jeeoys his victims, openly publishes his de-
termination to suppress “ infidelity and blasphemy,”
and yet the American people will sce a man go to
prison, for publishing his opinions on sociology, with
the greatest unconcern, because Comstock derives
his authority from an act of Congress, and Congress
means * the will of the majority.”

A mighty educational work is ahead of true ve-
formers, It may take a long while before that work
will begin to effect serious headway against Ameri-
can political superstition; but, if Liberty can only
sucesssfully initiate the work, demonstrate its neces-
sity. and see it recognized as the basis of ali sther
social reform, its mission will be looked back upon as
invaleable.

Who are the Terrorists in France ?

France is in a turmoil. The industrial deeps are be-
ginning to boil aguin, and the outcome it is impossi-
ble to foresee. Nor is it easy to account for all that
has recently happened or locate the responsibilities
therefor. The newspapers attribute all to the terri-
bie Anarvchists, but how far they have really had a fin-
ger in the present revolutionary pie is as yet a matter
of considerable uncertainiy. Certain it is, however,
that the ¥rench authorities desire for some reason to
lay the burden vn Anarchistic shoulders, and it is by
no means improbable that Gambetta, through his
tools, the ministers now in power, has taken advan-
tage of a loeal disturbance in the mining districts to
foment dissension, further ouirage the oppressed,
create consternation and indignation by arbitrary ar-
rests, place whole districts substantially under mar-
tial Iaw, and thus, if possible, precipitate a revolution
and prepare the way for the dictatorship which this
renegade radical has so long coveted.

Let us briefly review the recent disturbances. The

= 'hle began last August in the little village of
Montceau-les-Mines, situated in the mining districts
and inhabited principally by miners The condition
of the industrial population in that locality and the
oppression under whieh they labor afford a singu-
larly striking illustration of the mutual support and
countenance in tyranny extended to each other by
capital and the church, both under the protection of
the State. A definite allinnce appears to have been
formed there betw-en the mining companies on the
one hand and the Catholic church on the other for the
purpose of keeping rhe workmen in abject submis-
sion, extorting from them their carning-, »nd divid-
ing thespoils. The miners grew gradually restiess un-
der the religious régine enforeed upon them whereby
they were not only prevented from acting according
to their own beliets but even compelled to participate
in Catholic rites, and they first manifested their dis-
content by tearing down crosses which the religious
societics had illegally erected at various street-
corners. Finally, so it is said, on the night of the fif-
teenth of August a small band of them burst into
the chapel of Bois-Duverne and Lroke seme of the
windows and altar paraphernalin. Meanwhile an-
other band went to a convent-school near by and
smashed a few window-panes, singing revolutionary
songs and uttering threats. Both bards then pro-
cured arms aund returned to the chapel, where they
made a bonfive of the altar ornaments, after which
they marched to the woods, carrying a red flag, and
dispersed, a few of them temporarily arresting and
threatening a priest on the road. In consaquence of
these cvents twenty-three arrests were made by the
authorities on chavges of pillage, devastation, and
massaere, and it was pretended that the prisoners
were members of a secret society known as the * Black
Band,"— a society whose existence is doubtful, but

whose deseription is not unlike those given of the
